Acute Failure

Acute failure image shows the dekad when a crop has experienced extreme water stress (generally due to a dry spell lasting more than 15 days) and reached the wilting point, an irreversible process where the crop will be unable to recover even if rainfall distribution improves. Acute failure is determined from the daily soil water index (SWI) at the critical stage of the crop when the crop is between 20 and 80% of the crop cycle (season progress).
